Public schools in Arizona can apply for the AEF A+ School of Excellence® Award
by submitting an online application, which is then reviewed by a panel of A+ principals,
teachers, and district leaders. If accepted, schools participate in the final step of the selection
which is a multi-day site visit led by a team of A+ Award judges.



The AEF A+ School of Excellence® award is valid for four years, and schools must reapply to
continue their A+ status.
